Historic Civil War Flag Conserved

Thanks to the efforts of a local
group, another historic Civil War
flag from the MDAH Museum
Division collection has been
conserved. More than $80,000
has been donated by the Mis-
sissippi Division of the Sons of
Confederate Veterans through
the “Save the Battleflags™ pro-
gram. Ten historic flags have
been conserved with the fund-
ing, and funds continue to be
raised for work on additional
flags.

The most recent flag to be
conserved is the battle flag of
the 4th Mississippi Infantry.
The flag was captured by Ist
Lt. Adjt. Thomas P. Gere of the
Sth Minnesota Volunteers at the  The flag hefore conservation (above) and after.
Battle of Brentwood Hills (near
Nashville) on December 16,

1864. The flag was returned to 4" MISS.
Mississippi by the War Depart-
ment in 1905. DONELSON.

The almost-150-year-old flag
was cleaned and attached to a
stretcher frame for preservation.
Wool and linen fabrics were
dyed to blend with the colors
of the flag to use as underlay
patches to support and infill the
areas of loss in the flag. Holes
were stabilized and the missing
letters in “VICKSBURG” were
reproduced. In total, the flag
underwent 160 hours of work
by professional textile restorers
in New Orleans.

PATRICK RONAYNE CLEBURNE
1828-1864

Major general in the Army of Tennessee, PatRckCleburne was
born on St. Patrick's Day in County Cork, Irelaadd immigrated
to the United States in 1849. Cleburne settleddteri, Arkansas,
where he rose in social position and communityesstthrough
diligent work, uncompromising honesty, and loyatiyhis friends.

In the spring of 1861 Cleburne cast his lot vtit Confederacy,
explaining to his brother that although he ownedlaves, he
would fight with the friends who had always suppdrhim. The
citizens of Helena elected Cleburne captain ofdbal militia.
Drawing upon his three years of experience in thigsB army,
Cleburne quickly advanced to the rank of colonehim Fifteenth
Arkansas Infantry Regiment. Within a year, he wasigadier gen-
eral in command of a brigade of General Willianidrdee's corps
in General Albert S. Johnston's Army of Mississippi

On April 6, 1862, Cleburne and his brigade (cdsga mostly of
Tennesseans) spearheaded the attack of Hardegssagainst the
Union army around Pittsburg Landing, where he fagethe first
of several encounters between the two, the trob@eoeral Wil-
liam T. Sherman. After heavy resistance, Clebunmetested bri-
gade forced the Union troops into retreat pasto@hithurch to
within four hundred yards of the Tennessee River.

After the Army of Tennessee's ill-fated Kentuckymzaign in the
autumn of 1862, Cleburne's troops retreated to Midénnessee.
While visiting the Confederate camp at College @GraovDecember
1862, President Jefferson Davis personally comonesl Cleburne
major general.

During the battle of Stones River less thandiweeks later, Cle-
burne's men spearheaded Hardee's attack on the tigiu, driv-
ing the Federal line back three miles until it dieabon its own left
and center. When Confederate commander BraxtongHedlgd to
capitalize on this advantage, Cleburne's divisictiedas the rear
guard for the Southern retreat to Chattanooga.

During the battle of Chattanooga Cleburne's divisiachored the
Confederate line on Missionary Ridge around Tumikl On No-
vember 25, 1863, the Union attack once again piiethurne's
troops against those under the command of SherDespite over-
whelming odds (Cleburne commanded 5,500 men tonses
15,000), the Southern forces mortally wounded thiei®n gener-
als, inflicted heavy casualties on Sherman's troapd captured
eight stand of colors. When the center of the Caerfate line col-
lapsed, Cleburne's troops, under his distinctivieiéB-lag," acted as
the rear guard for the Southern retreat.
